Many types of arm pain respond well to Chiropractic care.
One type is tenosynovitis or “tennis elbow.” 
Typically, there is pain on the outer side of the elbow that increases with grasping, turning the hand over, writing, etc. This is due to an inflammation of the tendons in the elbow.
Treatment may consist of an elbow brace or support, ultrasound, hot packs, muscle therapy, reflex work, and nutritional support.  
Carpal tunnel syndrome is pain and/or numbness in the hand which can travel up the arm. The arm can even go weak, and symptoms usually get worse when using the hands a lot. Treatment is similar to that of tennis elbow and learning to use one’s hands differently.
Shooting arm pain is pain shooting down the arm, often with numbness or tingling in the hand or fingers. 
It this type of pain occurs suddenly with sweating, chest pain, or dizziness, go to the emergency room.
What’s typically the cause of persistent shooting pain down the arm?
Several nerves in the neck combine to form the “brachial plexus,” which spreads out the back of the shoulder, upper chest, and entire arm and hand. A pinched nerve in the neck or upper back can affect a large area of the arm or shoulder and cause pain, shooting pains, numbness, tingling, and other sensations.
